One Body, Many Parts! (I Corinthians 12) 
 “Now the body is not made up of one part but of many. 15If the foot should 
say, "Because I am not a hand, I do not belong to the body," it would not for 
that reason cease to be part of the body. 16And if the ear should say, 
"Because I am not an eye, I do not belong to the body," it would not for that 
reason cease to be part of the body. 17If the whole body were an eye, where 
would the sense of hearing be? If the whole body were an ear, where would 
the sense of smell be? 18But in fact God has arranged the parts in the body, 
every one of them, just as he wanted them to be. 19If they were all one part, 
where would the body be? 20As it is, there are many parts, but one body. “ 
 At a recent Board retreat, the leadership team of Pleasantville Camp 
looked through this lens to examine how we can position PC for continued 
ministry in these current times.  Building on our rich heritage, but focusing 
on 10 years out, the board began a process of working with a consultant (at 
no expense to the camp) to determine what programs, facilities and organ-
izational structures are needed to move us forward. 
 We serve several distinct communities and must balance our com-
mitment to all:   
 (1) cottage community (owners, summer residents and some rentals) 
 (2) our own PC sponsored events (family camp, concerts, CTR, etc) 
 (3) rental community (reunions, church and leadership retreats, etc.)  
Each of us who chooses to be a part of one of these communities, like the 
verses above  point out, can only be at our best when everyone determines 
their part and does it.  Those who have invested time, money, and prayers 
and those invested in real estate cannot say “I do not belong.” (v.15)  
 Pleasantville Camp is at a juncture where it needs all of its parts to 
be active.  We need active leaders, committee participants, prayers, givers, 
workers, etc. Some have shouldered this ministry in the past and need oth-
ers to step up.  The cycle will continue. The camp regularly receives inquiries 
from families about available cottages. We have folks waiting  and wanting 
to be part of this community.  
 “There are different kinds of gifts, but the same Spirit. 5There are 
different kinds of service, but the same Lord. 6There are different kinds of 
working, but the same God works all of them in all men.” 1 Cor.12:4-6 
As we look forward, let us harness this Spirit, this work ethic, this enthusias-
tic and cooperative attitude.  We are better together!
